Auto Color Change/Auto Start:  In this mode, the machine will change and start the next color automatically.
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	Main Shaft Stop Position:

When the light is OFF, the main shaft is NOT in position of (100).  

To set position, manually adjust the dial located on the RIGHT side of the machine back to 100.  

Quick TIP: 
Pressing the [image: image15.jpg]


 key will also RESTORE the position back.
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Auto Color Change/Manual Start:  This mode will change the color automatically and the operator manually starts the design each time.
